I.  Dates (Four, two-week sessions)

II.  Hours and Fees

III.  Age: All campers must be between the ages of 5 and 12 at the start of camp.  The age cut -off date for camp will be June 18, 2012 (first day of camp).  No camper can be younger than 5 or older than 12 on this date.  Please note:  Camp for 11 & 12 year olds will only run if there is a sufficient number of campers of this age.   A refund will be given if there are not enough campers from this age bracket.  
IV.  FIRST DAY PROCEDURES
1. Please enter gymnasium through gym door near outdoor basketball court.  Next, refer to the posted list near gym entrance to learn which group the camper is in.  The camper should then find their group letter posted on the gym wall and sit in the bleachers under their group letter.  All counselors will be introduced and role will be taken.  Campers will proceed with their group through daily activities.
2. Campers will receive camp shirt during the first week of camp.  Parents may purchase an additional shirt for $10 while supplies last.
3. All parents/guardians MUST show an acceptable form of identification (ie- driving license) when dropping/picking up children.  This is to ensure the safety of the child!

V.  DAILY ASSEMBLY

1. Campers should not arrive earlier than 5 minutes prior to the start of camp.  If a camper must arrive prior to 8:55 am, before-care fees must be paid.
2. Campers enter gymnasium through gym door near outdoor basketball court.  Campers look for their camp group letter and sit under it on the bleachers. 

VI.  DISMISSAL

1. Please do not pick up your child any later than 3:00pm unless your child is enrolled in After Care.

2. Campers are dismissed from the gym.  Parents can enter through the gym door near outdoor basketball courts.  They should look for their son/daughter’s camp group letter.

3. All parents/authorized escorts must sign out each child.  Sign-out sheets are located with each respective counselor.

4. ONLY AUTHORIZED ESCORTS MAY PICK UP CAMPERS.  If someone is going to pick up your child and is not an authorized escort as noted on the registration form, you must write a signed permission slip stating that he/she may escort your child home and speak to the camp director.  There will be NO EXCEPTIONS, so please be prepared by authorizing anyone who may be picking up your child.  Photo ID’s will be checked.

5. There will be a $15 late fee for any child picked-up after 3:00 p.m.

VII.  DRESS CODE

1. Children must wear sneakers and bathing suits (under clothes) to camp each day.

2. Children should bring a towel to camp for swimming.  This should be clearly labeled with your child’s name.

3. Campers will be allowed to change after swimming if they choose to do so.  However, the more apparel brought to camp, the more likely the items will get lost.  Please  keep clothes brought to camp to a minimum. 
4. Camp shirts must be worn on trip days.  They will receive their camp shirts the first day of camp.

5. Socks and sneakers must be worn on trip days

VIII.  MONEY

1. Please do not send large amounts of money with your child.  STAFF WILL NOT BE RESPONSIBLE FOR LOST MONEY.

IX.  BREAKFAST AND LUNCH
1. Breakfast will be provided each day for the campers. Breakfast will be served at 9:10 am. Campers will also receive a snack at lunch time. 

2. Children may bring their own lunch or purchase lunch at the concession stand (Canteen).  Please do not send in food with your child that needs to be heated or refrigerated.  Also, do not send children with glass bottles or containers.

3. The Canteen, which sells various food items and soft drinks, will be open during lunch hours.
4. All Canteen money must be enclosed in an envelope with the Canteen Order Slip securely fastened to the outside of the envelope.  Please include exact change in the envelope.
5. Campers will return to the Rec center in time for lunch on trip days. Please pack your child with a lunch or Canteen money on trip days.
X.  ABSENCE
1. If your child is going to be absent from camp on a particular day, please notify the staff prior to the start of camp.  The number of the center is 215-685-0575.

2. There are no refunds for missed camp sessions or days.

3. If a child who is not feeling well is brought to the office, a parent or guardian will be called and that child must be picked up from camp as soon as possible.

XI.  ACTIVITIES

1. Campers will follow a very structured schedule, rotating with their groups from from one activity to the next on a daily basis.  These activities include: swimming, arts & crafts, computers, gym, and reading.

XII.  TRIPS

1. We will be going on at least one trip per session.  At the beginning of each session, each camper will receive information regarding each trip. 

2. As indicated earlier, camp shirts, socks and sneakers must be worn to every trip.  

XIII.  POOL

1. Good behavior is always expected at the pool.  Please discuss water safety with your child before sending him or her to camp. 

2. At the beginning of each session, lifeguards will test the children if they wish to swim in the deeper water.

3. All campers should bring sunscreen with them each day.  Counselors will assist them, but it is the responsibility of each camper to apply sunscreen.  Please put campers name on sunscreen.
4. Only Coast Guard approved lifejackets are allowed in pool.  No swimmies, noodles, or other swim toys are allowed in the pool. 

XIV.  DISCIPLINE

1. The following discipline code will be enforced:

a. 1st offense: “time out” from activity and verbal warning

b. 2nd offense: phone call to parent 

c. 3rd offense: written letter to parent and meeting 

d. 4th offense: suspension from camp
e. 5th offense:  expulsion from camp
*The discipline code also applies to trips.*

* NO refunds will be given to campers who are expelled/suspended due to discipline.* 
XV.  BEFORE CARE / AFTER CARE

1. Children may arrive no earlier than 7:00 a.m. and may not be picked up any later than 6:00 p.m.

2. Parents/guardians must pay for BC or AC in full the week prior to usage.  Before care payments will only be accepted in the amount of $25 per week.  After Care payments will only be accepted in the amount of $35 per week.  Payments for individual days will not be accepted!
3. There are no refunds for missed camp sessions or missed camp days.  

4. There will be a $15 late fee for any child picked-up after 6:00 p.m.

XVI.  BELONGINGS

1. NO toys, games, musical devices, etc. are allowed at camp or on trips.  These items quickly get lost or stolen.  There are plenty of things to do at camp, so no camper should NEED these items at camp with him or her.

2. Absolutely NO weapons of any kind are allowed at camp or on trips.

3. Please do not send your child to camp with ipods, cell phones, handheld video game systems, or any other items of high value. The staff is not responsible for any lost or stolen items.
